The Maldives comprises about 1190 islands, grouped into atolls

protected by surrounding coral reefs. Coconut palms and various

tropical plants grow in abundance on most islands.

The Maldives straddles the equator and has a tropical climate. The

southwest monsoon brings most of the rain, usually  around June and

July. Normally, the skies are clear during the north east monsoon.

Since the early 1970's tourism has burgeoned in the Maldives.

Surfers, divers, beach buffs, game fishermen and sea lovers find the

Maldives an ideal tropical paradise for a vacation.

The Maldives has increasingly become extremely accessible,

especially by air. Scheduled and charter flights operate on a regular

basis from Europe, the Middle East and Asia. Visitors are issued thirty-

day tourist visas on arrival. Apart from normal customs, port and

health formalities, nothing stands in the way of the  guest and his

tropical holiday.
