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Moroccan Bid for Project to
Build up to 6 new Tourist
Resorts
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The Moroccan Prime Minister, Abdul
Rahman al-Yousifi, announced the
completion of studies to build six
tourist resorts on the Mediterranean
and Atlantic Ocean beaches as a
preliminary step towards bidding
and scheduled plans for implemen-
tation. Al-Yousifi was speaking about
the project for promoting tourism  in
the presence of representatives from
the Moroccan private sector as well
as international investors.
A spokesperson from Morocco’s
Ministry of Tourism added that the
cost of investments for this project
was MD4 billion Moroccan Dirhams
(E400 million Euro), which covered
costs of all amenities throughout the
proposed resorts. An additional
MD40 billion Moroccan Dirhams (E4
billion Euro) was required to build
hotels and equipment.
The proposed project is listed with-
in the framework of an "agreement"
to promote the Moroccan tourism
sector which aims to receive 10
million tourists by 2010 with a total
investment cost of between 8 to 9
billion Euro, including the exclusive
construction of 80,000 hotel rooms,
65,000 of them for the beach
resorts alone.
The government proposes a new
plan for appointing contractors from
the private sector to prepare and
build the amenities for the resorts.
The government itself will assume
the task of building the amenities
surrounding the resorts, which could also be given up subsequently
to special contractors at competitive rates.
Tens of local and foreign investors were invited to visit the proposed
new sites on the understanding that contractors would then enter
their bids for selection.
The proposed building sites are: al-Saeediyah Ra’s Al-ma’ (on
the Mediterranean), Khamis al-Sahil, al-Hawziyah, Moghadru
(near al-Suwayrah City), White Beach, and Taghazot (near
Agadir) on the Atlantic.
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
